 1 – ¼ cup butter, softened 
 1 – ½ cups sugar 
 3 large eggs, beaten 
 2 – 8 ounce cans crushed pineapple 

3 teaspoons baking soda, dissolved in 2 
tablespoons water 

 
Directions 
 
• Pre – heat oven to 350 degrees 
 
• Lightly grease three 8x 4 inch loaf pans 
 
• In a large mixing bowl, cream the butter and 

sugar until light, then add the eggs slowly, 
mixing just until blended 

 
• Stir in the pineapple with juice. Mix together 

the baking soda, flour and salt and stir into 
the batter just until mixed.  

 
• Divide batter among the three pans and 

bake at 350 for 30 minutes, or until wooden 
pick inserted in the center out clean
